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Пояснительная записка.
Цель мероприятия:совершенствование ранее приобретенных навыков и знаний устной речи, использование дополнительных материалов, проработанных самостоятельно, расширение кругозора учащихся, повышение кросс-культурной грамотности, стремление вызвать интерес к истории страны изучаемого языка.
Мероприятие на тему «День Благодарения» является моделированием праздника, который проходит по типу ролевой игры. Каждый ученик являетсянепосредственным участником живой истории. Дети одеты в костюмы пилигримов, индейцев. На мероприятии идет разговор о первых поселенцах на американском континенте, о трудной зиме, которую пришлось пережить им, о неоценимой помощи индейцев. Учащиесявысказывают своемнение о завоевании Америки европейцами, каждый доказывает свою точку зрения, почему он считает первых поселенцев героями или наоборот. Дается характеристика действиям американцев по отношению к коренномунаселению. Обсуждаются  костюмы, пища,игры, в которые играли дети в начале 17 века.
На уроке используются материалы из американских журналов, фото деревни первых поселенцев.
Урок – билингуальный.
Данный материал может быть использован преподавателями английского языка для проведения нетрадиционных уроков, а также при организации тематических праздников на английском языке.
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Teacher: People all over the world like holidays. So do we. Sodo people in America.Today is a great holiday, it’s Thanksgiving. But sometimes Americans are called a nation of immigrants. What is their attitude to their customs, traditions and celebrations?
Pupil1. Though American nation is so young and consists of so many ethnic communities, traditions and customs play a great part in a nation.
Pupil 2. Technically there are no “national” holidays but most of them are celebratednationally. The states observe federal public holidays. These are Thanksgiving, Independence Day, Christmas, New Years Day and some others. On these day schools, banks and all offices are closed. 
Pupil3. By the way when a holiday falls on a Saturday or Sunday it is usually observed on a following Monday preceding Friday.
Teacher. But the most American of the holidays is Thanksgiving.
Pupil4. Of course, it’s celebrated on the first Thursday of November, today. This holiday commemorates the first hard year the Pilgrims lived in the New World.
Pupil1. And they’ve got a very good reason to celebrate this holiday because when the English Pilgrims lived the New World they had a very hard winter and it was questionable if most of them would survive. 
Pupil2. When they began planting seeds they had to struggle with the rocky soil and bitter climate. Finally in the fall the field produced a yield beyond expectation. They couldn’t have done it on their own.
Pupil3. Thanksgiving also includes the native American Indians who helped them and showed them how to use fish heads and fertilizers.
Teacher. So the Pilgrims had to overcome the difficulties they met on their way. Can you give us the adjectives which characterize them?
Pupil4. They were courageous,brave, andstrong.
Pupil1. Naïve because they believed they could prosper in the unknown land.
Pupil 2.They were religious fanatics; they wanted to worship their GOD.	
Pupil 3.They were superstitious
Pupil4.They were decisive
Teacher. Do you believe they were superheroes?
Pupil1. Yes in my opinion they were superheroes, they stood hard winter, they were friendly to Indians and owing to them a lot of European people started to settle in America.
Pupil2.I don’t agree to it, the people we know as Pilgrims have become so surrounded with legend that we tend to forget that they were real people. They courageously made the famous 1620 voyage and founded the 1st New England colony, but they were still ordinary English men and women, not superheroes.
Pupil3.They were English people who sought to escape the religious controversies and economic problems of their time by emigrating toAmerica
Teacher.(Вопросзалу, закаждыйправильныйответдаетсяприз)Whatclothesweretypicalofthattime?
Pupil4.The clothing brought by the Plymouth was typical of that worn by all English Yeoman in the early XVII century. It was fashioned from wool and linen cloth, with some leather.

Teacher.Please explain to us what you are wearing.
Девушка.I’m wearing a white blouse and a waist coat. Over my skirt I have a white long apron. On my head I am wearing a white cap which is called BIGGIN.Women of that time were wearing shoes with bright buckles and without heels.
Teacher.The first Thanksgiving was celebrated in 1621.Whom was it organized by? (Вопросзалу, закаждыйправильныйответдаетсяприз).
Pupil1.The “Mayflower”passengers participated in the 1621 Harvest Festival. The group included 16 men, 4 women, 23 children and 9 hired seamen and servants. Only half of the number which left England in 1620 lived through the 1st winter and many individuals were the only survivors in their families.
Pupil 2.There were about 140 people at the 3 days celebration, 90 Indians and 50 British.
Pupil 3.There were about 140 people at the 3 days celebration. There were only 4 adult women who survived that 1st winter. They probably oversaw the cooking and preparations with the help of the children and servants.
Teacher. Whatfooddidtheirfeastinclude?(Вопросзалу, закаждыйправильныйответдаетсяприз).
Pupil 4.The feast included cod, sea bass, wild fowl (such as ducks, geese turkey and swans), and corn meal and 5 deer brought by Indians.
Pupil 1.Meat, fish and bread were the most important elements of the English diet at that time, although fruits and herbs were also eaten.
Pupil 2.The meals were roasted or boiled in traditional English fashion and fish boiled or grilled in the Indian manner.
Pupil 3.The pilgrims had a number of native and English fruits and herbs. Native plants: walnuts, chestnuts, grapes, gooseberries, raspberries, wild cherries, beans, pumpkins, currents, wild onions.
Teacher.What English plants do you know? (Вопросзалу, закаждыйправильныйответдаетсяприз).
Pupil 4.English plants: carrots, turnips, onions, cabbages, melons, radishes, beets.
Teacher.The 1st Thanksgiving was celebrated in 1621. When did it become a federal holiday?(Вопросзалу, закаждыйправильныйответдаетсяприз).
Pupil 1.It became a federal holiday when Lincoln was president. He issued a proclamation in 1863 declaring Thanksgiving a federal holiday. Today it is a very much family holiday celebrated with big dinners and happy reunion.
Pupil 2.It is a time for families to get together for what is called a long weekend. Schools and offices are closed, relatives from other cities, students who have been away at school travel long distances to spend the holiday at home.
Teacher.What is the traditional English food? (Вопросзалу, закаждыйправильныйответдаетсяприз).
Pupil 3.The traditional food is Thanksgiving turkey and pumpkin pie.
Pupils 4.You’ve told us that Thanksgiving turkey is a traditional food. I’d like to read you one article by President B. Franklin.”I wish the eagle hadn’t been chosen as the representative of our country. The turkey is a much more respectable bird. Tastier too Trenches of wild turkeys were served up at the first thanksgiving feast and the over shuffled gobbler is still the steaming emblem of America’s heartiest holiday.”

1. The old "Fruit Basket" game with a Thanksgiving name.
 
The players sit on chairs forming a circle. There should be one more player than there are chairs.
The player without a chair is the leader. The leader points to each of the other players and gives them a name, such as "Squash," "Corn," "Apple," "Turkey," anything related to Thanksgiving. After everyone is named, the leader calls out two of the names, "Corn and Apple». Those two players must quickly switch places. The leader continues calling like this (keeping up a brisk pace) until suddenly she says "The cornucopia has tipped over! «Everyone, including the leader, then scrambles for a new place.
The one who ends up without a seat is the new leader. The leader may give the same name to more than one person. This makes the switching of places a little more confusing and a lot more exciting.

 2.Mix-Up.

3Акробатический. конкурс.

Line in teams. The 1st person in each team is given an apple (an orange) to place under his chin. He must pass the orange to the next in line but neither may use their hands. Thanksgiving Day became a habit, for the reason that in the course of time, as the years drifted on, it was perceived that the exterminating had ceased to be mutual and was all on the white man's side, consequently on the Lord's side; hence it was proper to thank the Lord for it and extend the usual annual compliments.”

5. "Finally, in the midst of the Civil War, Abraham Lincoln proclaimed the last Thursday of November 1863 as Thanksgiving: a day to solemnly acknowledge the sacrifices made for the Union....Shopping was part of the American Dream, too. So in 1939, at the urging of merchants, FDR moved Thanksgiving ahead a week, to lengthen the Christmas shopping season. And there it has remained, a day of national gluttony, retail pageantry, TV football, and remembrance of the Pilgrims, a folk so austere that they regarded Christmas as a corrupt Papist holiday.”
