Настоящий сборник практических работ предназначен в качестве методического пособия при проведении практических занятий по программе дисциплины «Английский язык», утвержденной для специальности 090307 Информационные системы и программирование для групп 1ИСП 11-6-7-8.                   
Цель и задачи практических занятий 
1. применение знаний, выработка опыта и умений деятельности, формирование организационных, социальных и других навыков,

2.  формирование умения общаться (устно и письменно) на иностранном языке на профессиональные и повседневные темы; переводить (со словарем) иностранные тексты профессиональной направленности;-самостоятельно совершенствовать устную и письменную речь, пополнять словарный запас.
3. Овладение лексическим минимумом (1200-1400 лексических единиц) и грамматическим  минимумом , необходимый для чтения и перевода (со словарем) иностранных текстов профессиональной направленности. 
  2. Виды практических занятий
Методы работы: словесные, наглядные, практические, проблемные, игровые, тестовые, лекция.

Формы работы : индивидуальная, групповая, парная.

Интерактивные методики: практическая работа в группах, работа в парах, выполнение творческих заданий, взаимопроверка, самопроверка, ролевая игра, игры «снежный ком», «зигзаг», «корзина идей», «круги по воде», «медиаазбука», работа по цепочке.

Описание игр, используемых на уроках.

«Зигзаг» Jigsaw reading 

Представляет собой учебную ситуацию, когда один текст делится на несколько маленьких фрагментов, каждый из учащихся читает только этот маленький фрагмент и далее все учащиеся обмениваются информацией. 
«Корзина идей» - Сначала каждый ученик вспоминает и записывает в тетради все, что знает по той или иной проблеме (строго индивидуальная работа, продолжительность 1-2 минуты). Затем происходит обмен информацией в парах или группах. Далее каждая группа по кругу называет какое-то одно сведение или факт, при этом, не повторяя ранее сказанного (составляется список идей). В корзину идей можно «сбрасывать» факты, мнения, имена, проблемы, понятия, имеющие отношение к теме урока. 

«Круги по воде» - Опорным словом к этому приему может стать изучаемое понятие, явление. Оно записывается в столбик и на каждую букву подбираются существительные (глаголы, прилагательные, устойчивые словосочетания) к изучаемой теме.

«Медиаазбука». Смысл данного мнемотехнического приема заключается в том, что на каждую букву алфавита придумывается слово, ассоциирующееся с данной темой.

"Снежный ком" Участники по очереди называют какое-то слово или  фразу на заданную тему. Каждый последующий игрок называет слово или  фразу всех предыдущих игроков прибавляя к ним свое . Например: первый участник называет свое слово или  фразу, второй - слово или  фразу первого и свое, третий - слово или  фразу первого, слово или  фразу второго и свое, и так далее до последнего игрока, который должен назвать слова или  фразы всех участников.

The State Tretyakov Gallery is one of the best-known picture galleries in Russia. It takes its name from its founder Pavel Tretyakov, a Moscow merchant and art connoisseur. In the mid-19th century, Tretyakov began to collect Russian paintings.

He visited all the exhibitions and art studios and bought the best pictures of contemporary artists. He was especially fond of the works of the Peredvizhniki (or Wanderers) — the artists who belonged to the Society of Travelling Art Exhibitions. Little by little Tretyakov extended his range of interest and began to collect earlier Russian paintings. More than once he had to add wings to his house in Lavrushinsky Pereulok, because his collection grew larger and larger. In 1881 Pavel Tretyakov opened his collection to the public. 11 years later he donated it to the city of Moscow. Since then the gallery has received hundreds of pictures from other museums and private collections.

The Tretyakov Gallery reflects the whole history of Russian art, from the 11th century to the present day.

It has a rich collection of old Russian icons. The world-famous icon is The Trinity, painted in the early 15th century by Andrei Rublev.

The gallery contains halls devoted to the magnificent works of such 18th-century celebrities as Rokotov, Levitsky, Borovikovsky, Shchedrin.

The first half of the 19th century is represented by brilliant paintings by Bryullov, Tropinin, Ivanov, Venetsianov. The second half of the 19th century is especially well represented. The gallery has the best collection of the Peredvizhniki, such as Kramskoy, Perov, Ghe, Yaroshenko, Myasoyedov, and others. Linked with the Peredvizhniki are such great names in Russian art as Surikov, Repin, Vereshchagin, Vasnetsov, Levitan. There you can see historical paintings, portraits, still-lifes, landscapes, seascapes, etc.

Further on we find the cream of turn-of-the century Russian art: Serov, Vrubel, Kustodiev... Canvases of modern painters are housed in the new building situated on Krymskaya Naberezhnaya (Crimean Embankment).

The Tretyakov Gallery is not only Russia's biggest and most important museum of Russian Art. It's also a research, cultural and educational centre.

      London is a cultural capital of Great Britain. It is famous for its museums and galleries. There are a lot of museums and galleries in the city, which attract a lot of tourists.

       The British Museum is the oldest museum and attracts millions of visitors each year. It was founded in 1753 by an act of the Parliament. The enormous collection includes treasures from Egyptian, Greek and roman civilizations to medieval European art and Japanese and Asian antiquities.

      The Natural History Museum has a fine collection of dinosaurs, birds, mammals, and plant life, as well as geology and ecology displays. It is divided into five departments covering botany, entomology (раздел зоологии, изучающий насекомых), mineralogy, paleontology and zoology. It was opened in 1881.its research and educational departments continue to make a vital contribution to the world’s store of information about our planet and its inhabitants.

      The Science Museum has five floors packed with imaginative displays about science and technology, from the industrial revolution to space exploration, and even the digital age in the Wing, opened in 2000.

     The Museum in London at the Barbican takes a look at the fascinating history of the city and its people from prehistoric times to the present day. It is the largest and the most comprehensive city museum in the world.

     At the London Transport Museum trams, buses and even underground trains are among the colorful displays. It displays London’s first horse- drawn omnibus of 1829 and a locomotive used on the Circle Line in 1866.

      In the National Army Museum you’ll discover the compelling (убедительный) story of the British soldier in peace and in war through 5 centuries from Tudor to the present day. It shows its visitors how the soldiers lived, worked, and fought. The treasures on display include medals paintings, weapons, and items from one of the world’s finest collections of military costume.

      The National Maritime Museum in Greenwich was opened in 1937.The museum displays cover naval history from Tudor times to the present day.

      The National Museum of Childhood in Bethnal Green displays over 4000 toys past and present, from historic folk toys to Robots and Barbie. There are also Children’s books, costumes and nursery furniture.

      The Museum of Moving Image explores the magical story of cinema, television and video, from its early beginnings in 2,000 BC with shadow plays to the latest developments in TV technology.

      The Victoria and Albert Museum (V&A) is a national museum of fine and applied art, and covers all countries, periods and styles. Its collection includes sculpture, fashion and textiles, paintings, silver, glass, ceramics, jewelry, books, prints, and photographs from Britain and all over the world.

      The National Gallery and the Tate Gallery are two big London galleries. They have some very famous pictures in them. You can see the history of British art in the Tate Gallery besides the Thames. It was opened in1897 and was named after the sugar millionaire Sir Henry Tate who gave the Victorian paintings and paid for the building.

      The National Gallery overlooking Trafalgar Square has over 2,000 paintings in its collection covering more than 700 years of art.

      One of the top London’s attractions are Madam Tussauds’s  (UK /təˈsɔːdz/, US /tuːˈsoʊz)and the London Planetarium. The famous Exhibition of waxworks was established in Paris in 1770 by Maria Tussaud, who later made her name with models of victims of the guillotine ['gɪlətiːn].

She moved to London in 1902.

Almost everybody knows "The Nutcracker Suite" with its "Dance of the Sugar Plum Fairy" and "Waltz of the Flowers" "The Nutcracker Suite" was written as a ballet, but many more people have heard the music than have seen the ballet. Some of Tchaikovsky's other compositions are well-known too. Among them are the "Swan Lake" and "Sleeping Beauty" (ballets), the "Romeo and Juliet" (overture), the "Eugene Onegin", "Mazzeppa" "Iolanta" "The Queen of Spades" (operas) and the Symphony N 6; called the "Pathetic".

Many of Tchaikovsky's writings are very tuneful. Several popular songs have tunes borrowed from them.

Tchaikovsky was born in a small town in the Ural mountains. His father was a mining engineer. As a boy Tchaikovsky loved music, but he did not think of giving his life to it. He planned to be a lawyer. When he was old enough, he began to study law.

But at 21 he decided that music was much more interesting and entered the conservatory at St. Petersburg. After he graduated five years later, he was made a professor in Moscow Conservatory. Along with his teaching, he wrote a great deal of music.

His compositions are so popular now that it is hard to believe that at first they were not at all popular. But for ten years all his operas were failures and no one paid much attention to anything else he wrote.

As a result of his unhappiness and lack of success, he became ill and had to give up his teaching.

At last his music won the praise it deserved. Tchaikovsky was only 53 when he died, but he lived long enough to know that his music was being played far and wide over the world.

Чайковский родился в маленьком городке на Урале. Его отец был горным инженером. В детстве Чайковский любил музыку, но не собирался посвящать ей всю свою жизнь. Он хотел стать юристом. Когда он вырос, он стал изучать право.

Но в 21 год он решил, что музыка намного интереснее права и поступил в консерваторию в Санкт-Петербурге. Через пять лет после окончания консерватории он стал профессором Московской консерватории. Чайковский преподавал и писал много музыки.

Его сочинения так популярны сегодня, что трудно поверить в то, что сначала они совсем не пользовались успехом. Но в течение целых десяти лет постановка всех его опер заканчивалась провалом, и никто не обращал внимания на его музыку.

Из-за творческих неудач композитор заболел и был вынужден отказаться от преподавательской деятельности.

Конечно, музыка Чайковского уже оценена по достоинству. Чайковскому было всего 53 года, когда он умер, но он дожил до того времени, когда его музыку стали исполнять во всем мире.

Centenarians are people who reach the age of 100 years or more. They are currently the fastest growing part of the population. You may now be wondering just how many centenarians are there currently living on this planet? Current estimates put the figure of total centenarians worldwide at about 450,000. 

In total numbers the United States has the most centenarians with currant estimates as high as 72,000. If the population of centenarians continues to increase at its current rate of expansion there could be close to 1 million people of 100 years of age or more by 2050 residing in the US. In the UK while the overall numbers of centenarians are much smaller the trend is the same. The Office of National Statistics reports around 9000 centenarians today in The UK and Wales, a 90-fold increase since 1911, a 7% plus increase since 2005. At the current rate of expansion, UK’s centenarian population could reach over 40,000 by 2031. As in other parts of the industrialized world people over 90 are the fastest growing segment of the population in the UK.

In total numbers of centenarians Japan is second to the US, with a current number of about 30,000. The centenarians population in Japan is rising more dramatically then anywhere else. Certainly by 2050 Japan proportionally will have the most centenarians in the world. 

In proportion to its large population China does not have a high percentage of centenarians, about 7000 officially in the least census. 

Since the death of Dominica’s “Ma Pampo”, the “official” world’s oldest person currently resides in Japan, Yone Minigawa at 114.

The are many other places in the world that sport high populations of centenarians, many of them claiming to have the “Most Centenarians” (based on their population) in the world. The most recent such claim goes to the Czech Republic where a just completed census says that it has 673 centenarians in the small country. Other countries with large centenarian populations include: 
Spain – 10,000, France – Over 3000, 
Canada – Roughly 5000, 
Italy – 4500 – 5000

The flag of the UK, known as the Union Jack, is made up of 3 crosses. The upright red cross on a white background is the cross of St George, the patron saint of England. The white diagonal cross on a blue background is the cross of St Andrew, the patron saint of Scotland. The red diagonal cross on a white background is the cross of St Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland. 


The Welsh flag, called the Welsh Dragon, represents a red dragon on a white and green background. 


St George’s Day falls on 23 April and is regarded as England’s national day. On this day some patriotic Englishmen wear a rose pinned to their jackets. A red rose is the national emblem of England from the time of the Wars of the Roses (15th century).

 
St Andrew’s Day (the 30th of November) is regarded as Scotland’s national day. On this day some Scotsmen wear a thistle in their buttonhole. As a national emblem of Scotland, thistle apparently first used in the 15th century as a symbol of defense. 

St Patrick’s Day (the 17th of March) is considered as a national day in Northern Ireland and an official bank holiday there.

The national emblem of Ireland is shamrock трилистник, , клевер. According to legend, it was the plant chosen by St Patrick to illustrate the Christian doctrine of the Trinity to the Irish.

 
St David’s Day (the 1st of March) is the church festival of St David, a 6th-century monk and bishop, the patron saint of Wales. The day is regarded as the national holiday of Wales, although it is not an official bank holiday.

 
In the Royal Arms three lions symbolize England, a rampant lion безудержный лев – Scotland, and a harp арфа, лира – Ireland. The whole is encircled and is supported by a lion and a unicorn единорог. The lion has been used as a symbol of national strength and of the British monarchy for many centuries. The unicorn, a mythical animal that looks like a horse with a long straight horn, has appeared on the Scottish and British royal coats of arms for many centuries, and is a symbol of purity.

Choosing a Career 
Sooner or later all of us face the problem of choosing a career when we are to decide what we are going to be in future. Choosing a career is not a simple matter — in fact, it can be one of the most important in our life. You don't need to  hurry making a decision. You should examine thoroughly your abilities and character, take a realistic view of your strengths and weaknesses, pay attention to your parents' and friends' advice and take into account your own preferences. The last point in the list is particularly important because there are many examples when people make great mistakes choosing their future profession. Sometimes they either simply follow in the footsteps of their parents or relatives or just blindly follow their advice. Your choice should be mostly based on your own opinion. Family traditions are good, but your turn of mind may be quite different. So, never base only on other people's opinion.
Having thought carefully about what sort of person you are, try to work out a list of your occupation requirements.
Nowadays there is a great variety of jobs to any taste. Choosing a future career, we should consider the following things.
Pay. Is the size of your salary important? Generally speaking, it is important. Of course there may be various situations, but if you are going to be independent, successful and wealthy, you have to find a well-paid job. Moreover, if you are going to have a family, you should be ready to support it, to be a breadwinner. Naturally, you'd like to live in good conditions, and your children to study at good schools, and then to enter prestigious universities, to travel all around the world and so on. Now you understand why you should take money into consideration when choosing a job.
Further training, promotion prospects and job conditions should also be kept in mind. Just after graduating it is very difficult to find a plum job теплое местечко which will respond to all your preferences. It is usually a monotonous, tedious clerical job, but if you are a capable and hard-working person, you will certainly be offered an opportunity to climb the ladder.
Place of work. You ought to decide whether you want to work indoors (cashier, chemist, librarian, secretary, etc.) or outdoors (driver, firefighter, estate agent, etc.). Your choice may be based on your lifestyle or health condition.
Full-time, part-time, flexitime jobs. There is no set pattern to part-time working. It may involve a later start and earlier finish time than a full-time position, working mornings or afternoons only, fewer working days in a week for less salary. It is a perfect variant for students who want to соmbine their studies and work, as well as flexitime jobs. Employees decide by themselves when to begin and end their working day.
Communication with different people. Meeting and dealing with people doesn't appeal to every person. Some people are not very sociable; on the contrary, they are timid, shy and diffident. Frankly speaking, it is a great talent to have communication skills. If you think you have it, you may choose a profession involving close contacts with people, such as a doctor, a journalist, a lawyer, a guide, a teacher.
Business trips. You should keep in mind that some professions imply  подразумевать travelling all over the world, such as tour guides, scientists, actors, journalists, pilots and so on. It's not always fun. Business trips may last a week, a month and even more. You may be sent to London for a few days, then you'll spend only a few hours in Paris, and right after that, without any rest, you'll have to go to Berlin. Sometimes it turns out that you don't have even an hour for yourself just to relax and see the town you've come to. Such trips may be very exhausting and stressful. However, if you are young, ambitious and full of energy, you will be able not only to do your job successfully but also see the world.
Aspiration for creative work. If you are a creative person, it's a must for you to find such job. It can be a job of an artist, a tailor, a designer or a stylist.
Jobs connected with risk. Such jobs are usually well-paid, but very dangerous. A police officer, a fireman, a bodyguard, a lifeguard — these are the names of jobs which imply risk. Those, who want a rewarding but demanding job and who are ready to devote all their lives to it, may choose this kind of work.
Analyzing all these points will help you not to make a wrong choice. In case you are an aspiring начинающий, responsible, creative, optimistic, reliable person, who is ready to learn and be laborious, who is not afraid of any difficulties of the future and ready to solve any problem with a smile, the world of jobs and careers will be open to you.
Choosing a career should not only be a matter of future prestige and wealth. Work should bring real satisfaction; otherwise your whole life will become dull and monotonous.

Higher education in the USA.

Many students, upon finishing high school, choose to continue their education. The system of higher education includes 4 categories of institutions.

The community college, which is financed by the local community in different professions. Tuition fees are low in these colleges, that’s why about 40 per cent of all American students of higher education study at these colleges. On graduation from such colleges American students get “associate degree” and can start to work or may transfer to 4-year colleges or universities (usually to 3rd year).

The technical training institution, at which high school graduates may take courses ranging from six months to three-four years, and learn different technical skills, which may include design business, computer programming, accounting, etc. The best-known of them are: the Massachusetts Institute of Technology and the Technological Institute in California.

The four-year college, which is not a part of a university. The graduates receive the degree of Bachelor of Arts (BA) or Bachelor of Science (BS). There are also small Art Colleges, which grant degrees in specialized fields such as ballet, film-making and even circus performance. There are also Pedagogical Colleges.

The university, which may contain:

•
several colleges for students who want to receive a bachelor’s degree after four years of study;

•
one or more graduate schools for those who want to continue their studies after college for about two years to receive a master’s degree and then a doctor’s degree. There are 156 universities in the USA.

Any of these institutions of higher education may be either public or private. The public institutions are financed by state. Most of the students, about 80 per cent, study at public institutions of higher education, because tuition fees here are much lower. Some of the best-known private universities are Harvard, Yale and Princeton.

It is not easy to enter a college at a leading university in the United States. Successful applicants at colleges of higher education are usually chosen on the basis of:

•
their high-school records which include their class rank, the list of all the courses taken and all the grades received in high schools, test results;

•
recommendation from their high-school teachers;

•
the impression they make during interviews at the university, which is in fact a serious examination;

•
scores on the Scholastic Aptitude Tests.

The academic year is usually nine months, divided into two terms. Studies usually begin in September and end in July. Each college or university has its own curriculum. During one term student must study 4 or 5 different courses. There are courses that every student has to take in order to receive a degree. These courses or subjects are called major subjects or “majors”.

At the same time there are subjects which the student may choose himself for his future life. These courses are called “electives”. A student has to earn a certain number of “credits” (about 120) in order to receive a degree at the end of four years of college. Credits are earned by attending lectures or laboratory classes and completing assignments and examinations.

Students who study at a university or four-year college are known as undergraduates. Those who have received a degree after 4 years of studies are known as graduates. They may take graduate program for another 2 years in order to get a master’s degree. Further studies are postgraduate which result in a doctor’s degree.

 Career ladder

1.Career ladder is a metaphor for job promotion. In business and human resources management, the career ladder typically describes the progression from entry level positions to higher levels of pay, skill, responsibility, or authority. In other words a  career ladder is a formal process within an organization that allows employees to advance their careers to higher levels of salary, responsibility or authority. Once employees meet certain criteria, they are eligible подходящий to move into higher level roles. Examples of jobs that might have career ladders include  police officers, accountants, and computer programmers. 

2.Here are some of the ways career ladders benefit employing organizations.

Retain Staff
Employees see the light at the end of the tunnel. It causes them to think long and hard about the pros and cons of taking a different job. If they decide to leave, they must brush up their resumes, complete job applications, go on interviews, learn a new job and assimilate усвоить into a new organizational culture. If they decide to stay, they must know the job and organization, are in line for career advancement and know what they need to do to achieve the next step in their careers.

3.Well-Trained Workforce

Almost all career ladders include some sort of continuing education or training component. In addition to accumulating years of experience and performing at an acceptable level, employees complete training classes to enhance their skills. Career ladder requirements provide external stimulus for employees to attend job-related training. For the organization, the result is a well-trained workforce.

4.Show Staff They Are Valued

When organizations have career ladders in place, they show employees the organization values them. The career ladder is a formal mechanism whereby employees gain knowledge, skills, and abilities that make them more useful to the employer. Employees feel cared for since the organization is investing in them.

The organization  helps employees to do their jobs better over time. Career ladders facilitate способствовать this in methodical ways. Each rung ступенька of the ladder has training requirements for moving to the next rung. The training prepares employees for the tasks, assignments, and projects they will work on once they reach the next level of the career ladder.

5.Motivated Workforce
Not only do employees have to gain experience and complete training; they must also perform well in their current roles. It would make no sense for an organization to promote an employee up a career ladder if the employee has not proven competent at lower levels. By requiring employees to perform well to promote, organizations foster благоприятствовать in the workforce.

6.Make Assignments to the Right People
Career ladders are tools managers can use when they make decisions about which employees are assigned назначить which tasks. Employees higher up the career ladder can be given more complex and difficult assignments than employees at lower levels. Employees at higher levels have the knowledge, skills, abilities, and salaries that align равняться with those assignments.

Higher level employees can be used as mentors for lower level employees. Of course, organizations must ensure designated назначать mentors have the aptitudes способность and attitudes suitable for mentoring. Not every senior-level employee is chosen to be a mentor.

The Career Ladder      

Getting a job

When Paul left school he applied for (= wrote an official request for) a job in the accounts department of a local engineering company. They gave him a job as a trainee (= a very junior person in a company). He didn't earn very much but they gave him a lot of training (= organised help and advice with learning the job), and sent him on training courses.

Note: Training is an uncountable noun, so you cannot say 'a training'. You can only talk about training (in general), or a training course (if you want to refer to just one). Here you can use the verbs do or go on: I did/went on several training courses last year.

Moving up

Paul worked hard at the company and his prospects (= future possibilities in the job) looked good. After his first year he got a good pay rise (= more money), and after two years he was promoted (= given a higher position with more money and responsibility). After six years he was in charge of

(= responsible for/the boss of) the accounts department with five other employees (= workers in the company) under him ( = under his responsibility/ authority).

Leaving the company

By the time Paul was 30, however, he decided he wanted a fresh challenge (= a new exciting situation). He was keen to work abroad, so he resigned from his company (= officially told the company he was leaving his job; you can also say 'he quit the company') and started looking for a new job with a bigger company. After a couple of months he managed to find a job with an international company which involved (= included) a lot of foreign travel. He was very excited about the new job and at first he really enjoyed the travelling, but...

Hard times

After about six months, Paul started to dislike the constant moving around, and after a year he hated it; he hated living in hotels, and he never really made any friends in the new company. Unfortunately his work was not satisfactory either and finally he was sacked (= told to leave the company/ dismissed/given the sack) a year later.

After that, Paul found things much more difficult. He was unemployed (= out of work/without a job) for over a year. He had to sell his car and move out of his new house. Things were looking bad and in the end Paul had to accept a part-time job (= working only some or the day or some of the week) on a fruit and vegetable stall in a market.

Happier times

To his surprise, Paul loved the market. He made lots of friends and enjoyed working out in the open air. After two years, he took over (= took control of) the stall. Two years later he opened a second stall, and after ten years he had fifteen stalls. Last year Paul retired (= stopped working completely) at the age of 55, a very rich man.
